
How do I know what to expect as a final product from Photographer's Edit?

The Photographer’s Edit team will be working on the following aspects of your images:

1. Color

2. Contrast

3. Exposure

4. Orientation (straightening of crooked group portraits, etc)

5. Composition (cropping distracting items from images, tightening the frame around subjects as needed)

6. Conversion of select images to black and white based on noted preferences at check-out

Our processing is neutral (on the cool side) and true-to-life, with a little extra saturation and contrast 

added for everyone's viewing pleasure. Upload a test job to us: a total of 10-15 images from a variety of 

situations for us to color correct and return for your inspection! Just label the folder "studioname_sample" 

and send it our way, submitting the job as a Free Trial! 

Do you offer any custom retouching?  Any extensive artistic work?

One of the things that we want to strongly encourage at Photographer's Edit, keeping in mind that these 

images are proofs, is the idea of simplicity. That means an easier ordering process for you, faster turn-

around time from us, and less money out of your pocket. We will cull, color-correct, and apply our color 

and black and white presets.

Any extensive artistic work to the images can be done by the photographer at their discretion or at the 

client's request following the processing by Photographer's Edit.

How do I utilize the Lightroom catalog that I receive with my finished job?

1. Make sure that you keep a copy of the original RAW files in the same folder formatted just as you sent 

them to Photographer’s Edit.

2.  Import the catalog into your copy of Lightroom, and then connect your job folder in the catalog to the 

original folder of images.

3. Our editing team uses the flag filter to show images they have picked as keepers, and the five-star 

filter to show images that have been chosen for black and white (if you requested it), so you can use 

those filters to work on the images our team processed.  

How do I send Photographer's Edit my files?

Upload Through Our Site - Jobs Under 3gb

1. Take a moment to view this video 

2. Create an order

3. Label the folder of images "jobnumber_studioname" (when you are submitting multiple weddings in 

one order, add the client's last name next to the job number); you'll find your order number in the order 

confirmation email. When your images have been processed, you'll receive a notification via email 

that includes a link to download the images!  

4. Jump to “My Account” page after you’ve paid for order and send your zipped folder via  “Upload Image 

Archive.”  

* We recommend that you connect your computer directly to your cable internet line for maximum 

upload speed

Passport Drive / Flash Drive - Jobs over 3gb

1. Create an order  

2. Label the folder on the drive the same way: "jobnumber_studioname" (when you are submitting 

multiple weddings in one order, add the client's last name next to the job number); you'll find your order 

number in the order confirmation email.

3. Send your images on a passport drive or flash drive with a studio label, formatted in the MS DOS 

(FAT) format, to:

    We will send the finished images back to you via a priority or two-day service.

* Please do not send packages to reach our offices on Saturday as we are closed.

* Please make sure that you only send original image files - no XMP files from Bridge or 

Lightroom Catalogs! If you have already worked on select images for your blog, export those to 

JPEG and don’t worry about sending 

What is the turn-around time?

1. Sample jobs : 2 business days. 

2. Wedding or Portrait Session:  7 business days from reception of images to completion of job. 

When you receive an email notification that your jobs has been completed and is being delivered, you'll 

know to look for an email with a link to download your small portrait session or event, or to wait two to 

three business days for your hard drive to arrive in the mail!

Do you keep my files for any period of time?

FTP’d images stay on the server for 3 days. Final images are stored at our offices for 14 days following 

the completion of the edit.
